Interview Article

The interview article started out with a clearer direction

than the first, as it followed an already established visual
language in some regard.

The first spread introduced the article, featuring photos of
the four interviewees. Originally the first block of body text was
intended to skew at a similarly subtle angle to the photo-
graphs, but this appeared to be a lacking pretext for making
such an arbitrary change. The text color was inverted from
